Sample Language to explain Orange Mailing List cards 
Note to emcee:  We have found that it is best to share this explanation with your audience at the very beginning of the event and then arrange for someone to pick up the cards before the concert/session begins.  If it is done at this time, then it doesn’t conflict with response cards of your own that you might have that you will want them to fill out at the end of the event.
We encourage you to have fun with this. 
 

Explanation:  

At each of your seats you will find (or “when you came in tonight, you were given”), an orange card which has a very special purpose.  
At the end of our time together tonight, Sylvia and Billye will be doing a very special drawing of their own that you won't want to miss out on.  But you know what?  There is a hook: In order to participate in that drawing, they would like to invite each of you to complete this orange card.  Doing so will put you on Crimson Bridge's mailing list.  
Now, before you get nervous about this, let me dispel any fears you might have:  Sylvia and Billye PROMISE not to give your information to anyone… not to any mortgage companies... nor to any implant companies of any kind.  (pause)  They will only write to you when they expect to be in concert sometime in the future somewhere near where you live, and also ONLY when there is a crisis somewhere in the world that their ministry partner World Vision would like you to know about.  So be sure not to miss out on the special drawing at the end and complete this card right now.  We will be picking them up in the next few minutes, before the performance begins.  Thank you!”
